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PSAT Testing for Juniors

Northmont High School will be giving the
PSAT Saturday October 18, 2008 from
8:00 a.m. until 12:00 p.m. Registration
will take place in the Northmont High
School Counseling Center from
September 30, thru October 15. The
cost is $15.00 and needs to be paid at
the time of sign-up. We recommend that
juniors take this test as a way to practice
for the SAT/ACT. Taking the PSAT
gives students an opportunity to be in
this type of test situation. The test
results will provide each student with
feedback on how they would score on
the SAT compared to others who have
taken the test. It can also help identify
any weaknesses in academic skills.
Students who score very high on the
PSAT may qualify to earn scholarships
and academic recognition through the
National Merit Scholarship Program.

Miami Valley Career
Technology Center

During their sophomore year students
begin to explore program and career
opportunities available at the Miami
Valley Career Technology Center. This
process begins in the fall when the
MVCTC sends a counselor to
Northmont to talk with students about
the nearly fifty different programs
offered there. In December students
may choose to visit two programs as
part of a class field trip to the MVCTC.
Also in December parents and students

may attend the annual open house
where instructors are available to
answer questions about their programs.
Sophomores who are interested in
attending the MVCTC during their junior
and senior years are required to submit
their completed applications to the
Northmont  Counseling Center in
January. Students will be notified of their
admission status in April.
